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Presidents Remembered

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Hello fellow citizens! Summer’s here and my wish for you all is to stay cool in the upcoming heat. The answers to these new
questions won’t be answered until September’s newsletter, so you have plenty of time to do some research! Have a fabulous 2-
months “vacation”, but keep alert to the news coming out of Washington, especially in regards to Health Care. Before we retire
for the summer, let’s take a look at the answers to last month’s questions:

America was facing a weak economy going into the election of 1840, and the Democratic incumbent, Martin VVan Buren,
was very unpopular, which gave the Whigs an opportunity to take the presidency. Their logical choice, Henry Clay, had
made enemies with Southern planters within the Whig party when he supported Jackson’s tariffs. William Henry
Harrison was a hero at the Battle of Tippecanoe and the Battle of the Thames along the lines of Jackson, himself. His
campaign was the first one that featured large rallies, sign-waving crowds, and campaign slogans. He was elected, but
served only 1 month in office, before dying of pneumonia, brought about by refusing to wear a hat and coat in the

freezing March air while delivering his inaugural address (the longest ever delivered - 2 hours) and attending several
inaugural balls in his honor.

2. General question: Whose wife had the distinction of teaching her husband how to read, write, and do arithmetic?
Eliza McCardle Johnson, the wife of Andrew Johnson, our 17" President (1865-1869) taught her husband the three
“R’s”. They married as teenagers and she raised five children, while he concentrated on his political career. Following
Lincoln’s assassination, Andrew Johnson took the oath as President, and his daughter, Martha, assumed the role of
“official hostess” while Mrs. Johnson, an invalid for many years, rarely was seen in public, even during her husband’s
impeachment proceedings.

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THE FORGOTTEN MAN

In her book The Forgotten ManAmity Shlaes chronicles the events leading up to and during the
Great Depression. She masterfully depicts the policies that led the country from a recession into a
depression. Although Shlaes’s book was published in 2007, it eerily parallels much of what we are
witnessing today with the Obama Administration.

Some examples are protectionist policies, raising taxes, strengthening unions, and populist tactics.
FDR strong-armed private industries until they eventually gave in to government control, empowered
individuals known as the “brain trust” who were outside of congressional oversight, and used the justice
department to enforce socialist policies and punish administration enemies. Such tactics are similar to
Obama’s taking control of the financial institutions and auto industry, the naming of czars, and the threat of
prosecuting Bush administration officials for their written opinions and advice.

The Forgotten Mancurrently is required reading in many college courses as historians and
economists now realize that The New Deal did not lead our nation out of the depression and into economic
growth. What they disagree on is the reason why. Conservatives know it is because government intervention
always leads to unintended consequences, while Democrats believe it is because not enough money was
spent.

What makes this book different from others about this era is that Shlaes writes about the impact of
the policies on the “forgotten man”. In a speech in 1932 FDR claimed that “the forgotten man” was the one
at the bottom of the pyramid; however, it is the quote by William Graham Sumner in 1883 found at the
beginning of the book that accurately tells of the true “forgotten man”. He is the one that works, pays his
taxes, and always sacrifices.

I highly recommend this book. It is imperative that we educate ourselves and hold our elective
officials responsible to avoid and another great depression.
