Biennial Convention

Previous newsletters have made numerous references to the advantages available by attending the
AzFRW conventions throughout the year, i.e. participation in meaningful educational seminars,
speakers of national prominence and the advantage of networking with women of like interests from
across the state. Every other year the Arizona Federation of Republican Women sponsors an ex-
traordinary convention which includes the election of officers and awarding of recognition to the fed-
erated Clubs of Arizona. Delegates from each Arizona Club are elected at their club level to repre-
sent their club at the o6bienniald convention.

The number of delegates representing each club is predicated on total club membership (this year at
June 1) at a rate of one delegate per ten paid members. As a consequence of this calculation,
LHRW will be eligible to sponsor eight delegates to the Biennial convention held this year in Tucson
on October 22, 23 and 24. The president of each club is entitled to be a delegate and is not counted
in the above calculation. Delegates of Lake Havasu Republican Women will be nominated in June
and elected in August along with at least three alternates. Registration and three meals (Friday
awards luncheon, Friday night banquet dinner and Saturday luncheon announcing election results)
will be paid by the club. Delegates will be responsible for their transportation and hotel accommoda-
tions and other meals. Carpooling and hotel room sharing are generally arranged making atten-
dance at the Biennial more affordable to members elected to this honor.
