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Spotlight on a Member

Charlyne Gastelum was born in Dallas, Texas and raised in Santa Fe, New
Mexico. She moved on to Southern California where she attended some
classes at UCLA and raised her four children. Although Charlyne's family was |
not involved in politics, she remembers them being very conservative in their
values and opinions.

She first got into politics when Goldwater ran for President, and from there she
found herself working with many politicians of the time, including Ronald
Reagan and a Southern California Mayoral candidate.

Charlyne was an active gal in her community, serving as president of an or-
ganization that pushed the politicians of Washington D.C. and Sacramento into making more SBA
loans available to those who suffered great damages and losses during an earthquake in 1971.

She served two terms as President of the Sunland-Tujunga Chamber of Commerce and was also
elected Honorary Mayor in 1992. Charlyne even hosted a local cable network show, profiling local
citizens!

The following year, 1993 was a big year for Charlyne; she married longtime friend Abraham and they
relocated to Arizona.

In Pinetop-Lakeside, she continued her passionate involvement and worked to support intelligent
community development. (Now, say that one five times fast!) She worked many years to get ap-
proval for a golf course to be built in that area, and in 1997 it finally came to fruition.

Those of you familiar with the Pinetop area know that it is beautiful but also cold. Living in the snow
proved to be too much of a challenge for Charlyne and Abraham, so in 2001 they built their home in
Lake Havasu. Charlyne had just retired from the Pinetop-Lakeside Police Department as a Support
Services Supervisor, and she was ready for some sunshine!

Shortly after coming to Lake Havasu, Marie Meahl introduced her to our club, where she has served
as Recording Secretary and has volunteered most recently as a part of our nominating committee.
