NATIONAL FEDERATION Of REPUBLICAN WOMEN

35" Biennial Conference of NFRW attended by over 1,300 dedicated Repub-
lican Women in Orlando, Florida

The above headline has a nice ring to it, doesn’t it? By their presence these
representatives of Federated Republican Women’s’ clubs from across the
United States made clear that economic chaos (not of their making) will not
hold them back from assembling to draw on the combined scholarship to be
gained.

President Linda Hasslen represented LHRW at the September 11-13 Confer-
ence and reported to the membership during our September luncheon meet-
ing on some of the highlights of that exciting conference. These included stir-
ring addresses by influential Republicans including GOP Party Chairman Mi-
chael Steele and the nomination and vote of the 2010/2011 NFRW Board of
Directors (which include Rae Lynne Chornenky’s election to the office of 2™
Vice President; Rae Lynne is a past president of AzFRW and a memorable
friend to many of the LHRW membership).

In common with many large organizations, business issues were discussed
and voted in the course of this meaningful Conference and included the vote
for an increase of dues by $2.00. Each local member club is responsible for
monies in support of the State and National Federation which are predicated
on the membership number of that club. Effective with the 2010 dues, the
dollar amount due to the State Federation will be $4 and $7 will be payable to
the National Federation. Local club treasurers are responsible for these
sums which are paid to the State treasurer on the scheduled basis
(quarterly).

Through the voice of this newsletter our members have been often alerted to
the benefits of networking with other like-minded Republican women through
the auspices of the local and State Federation of Republican Women. Help-
ful and meaningful as such association is, the ability to interact with Republi-
can women of like mind on a national scale is obviously beneficial. That
benefit has been afforded to all members through the publications and re-
leases of the National organization throughout the year. Many education arti-
cles have been issued regarding various issues of concern to Republican
women, i.e., from growing membership to supporting candidates and the
Party, Homeland Security issues to personal support of tea parties; sug-
gested format for letters to the editor to networking and/campaign school op-
portunities. The National Federation has proposed an effort to support Re-

highest in ranking of awards issued by the Federation and it is no easy feat to accomplish the goals
requisite to attaining that Award.

Congratulations members of Lake Havasu Republican Women; you have served your club, your
community and the party in a meaningful manner these two years.

Health Care Legislation Round Two...

The Senate released the latest version of health care reform legislation last week. The response from the
public shows that this bill does not come any closer to solving the same problems the House Democrats' bill
attempted to address.

There are several parts of the new Baucus bill that will continue to cause division. President Obama has
pushed for the individual mandate in the bill which forces Americans to purchase government-approved
health insurance or pay a $3,800 tax per household. The Baucus bill also contains cuts in Medicare Advan-
tage payment rates which will cut benefits significantly for the millions of American seniors who are enrolled in
the private insurance option component of Medicare. There is a new tax on high cost insurance plans which
would be passed on to workers and individual insurance enrollees.

One of the most shocking components buried in the most recent legislative attempt at health care re-
form is a tax on Class Il medical devices including: contact lenses and solutions, hearing aides, ther-
mometers, oxygen bottles, wheelchairs, home pregnancy tests, condoms, tampons, etc. You can
search other medical items you use on a daily basis to determine whether they would fall under this tax on
Class Il medical devices on the FDA Website.

Don't Be Fooled by Sen. Baucus

"When | use a word," says Humpty Dumpty in Lewis Carroll's "Through the Looking Glass," L‘
"it means just what | choose it to mean." N

Members of Congress have this down to a fine art. Take the health care legislation recently
introduced by Sen. Max Baucus, Montana Democrat and Finance Committee chairman. Ay
Some say the senator made a bold decision in not including a government-run public option ’
in his proposal. Indeed, he seemed to be responding to the many people who see the public
option as politically divisive and merely a Trojan horse for a single-payer health system. But
instead of embracing a "public option," he included a "co-op" as a way of ensuring that
Americans would have a familiar and effective alternative choice to traditional health insurance.
The word "co-op," short for "co-operative," is indeed quite familiar to Americans. Many Americans live in
apartments in co-op-owned buildings. You can order a live lobster from the Maine Lobsterman's co-op and
have it delivered promptly to your door. Over in Wisconsin you'll encounter the sheep breeders' co-op. Or
maybe you keep your bank account with a credit union, another co-op. They all have something in common.
They are private associations organized by private people, and they are jointly and privately owned and con-
trolled.

So being able to get health insurance through a co-op would seem to be a good idea and very different from a
government public option, right? So this part of the Baucus proposal makes sense?

Ah, but remember Lewis Carroll. It turns out that the word "co-op" in the Baucus plan has a different meeting
from the way the rest of America understands it. In fact it isn't even a word. It is an acronym. It stands for a
Consumer Operated and Oriented Plan, and it is a new federal health program, not a private entity like the
one that sends you lobsters or gives you your cash at the ATM.

Rather than the familiar private co-op, the Baucus COOP program has start-up funds provided by the federal
government and allocated by a federal board. The new membership plan cannot even be an existing co-op
organization - sorry, no health plan delivered with your Maine lobster. And while chartered by a state, it must
operate according to rules established by the federal Department of Health and Human Services.

In fact, suggesting that Mr. Baucus' COOP is a true private co-op is a bit like saying a bill titled the Treasury
Agents to eXpand the Crackdown on Unsuspecting Taxpayers must reduce taxes because its acronym is
TAXCUT.

What's so frustrating is that the federal government could and should be removing barriers to ordinary Ameri-
cans getting health insurance through a range of organizations they trust, such as farm bureaus, churches,
AARP, unions - and yes, real co-ops. Members of Congress and millions of federal workers can do this to a
degree. They can sign up for union-sponsored plans and even a "faith-based" plan certified as containing no
services objectionable to the Catholic Church. Thus federal employees can choose coverage through organi-
zations they trust, with benefits that suit them. So why can't the rest of us?

The main reason is tax policy. Health coverage obtained through your employer counts as tax-free compen-
sation. But if your family wants to buy coverage directly from the Virginia Farm Bureau, or the National Postal
Mail Handlers Union, you typically get no tax break. Federal employees choosing a Mail Handlers Union plan
get a tax break and a subsidy.

Congress needs to give families the same tax relief for affinity-group plans obtained outside the place of work
as it does for employer-sponsored coverage. That would mean new choices. And new, private competition for
traditional health plans, to "keep them honest" as the president claims only a public plan can do.

True co-ops should be included as a new private option. Today's tax law bars member-owned mutual insur-
ance companies, like Mutual of Omaha, from functioning as a nonprofit health insurance company. If Con-
gress changed that we would at last see mutual insurers teaming up with organizations to offer private co-op
health insurance as an alternative. That's what we need to improve choice and competition. Not a public
plan. And we need a public-funded COOP program about as much as we need a TAXCUT bill.
