Wednesday, 16 December 2009 – General Membership Meeting 
 

Invocation conducted by 
Chaplain Laurie Daynes, Pledge led by Russalice Benton. Zanetta Boughan and Debbie Dinkel 
provided beautiful violin music for enjoyment during the early part of the luncheon, as well as at 
other points.  President Jane made welcoming remarks to the many guests, requesting members 
introduce respective guests. President Jane then introduced numerous office holders, candidates for 
offices, and other community leaders.   

Some club business: December birthdays were recognized; there was a somber moment to 
remember ill and bereaved members; money was collected for Adopt-a-Platoon project; there was a 
canvass for 2010 dues; and, petitions for signatures. 

Cyndi Collins re-created the Arizona quilt presentation to Debi Scott’s Dad, followed by 
Education Chair JoAnn Deakin’s presentation of school supplies to Carol Jordahl of SV Public Schools 
who briefed us on the surprising number of homeless students attending public schools in Sierra 
Vista.  There is a program at Office Smart for making individual donations of school supplies to the 
SV schools’ disadvantaged students. 

We met our goal of 100 
attendees.  Twenty-five silent auction items garnered $799, while the ten live auction items brought 
in $780.  With the $50 from “split the pot,” net proceeds were $3,475.80.  One person per table won 
a box of candy. Enid then announced a 6:30 p.m. candlelight Tea Party that evening in Veterans 
Memorial Park. 

President Jane called our attention to the candy canes attached to a card relating the 
symbolism of the candy cane as it relates to Jesus Christ.  She followed this by giving special 
recognition to the President of the 1200 Club, Barbara Kilness.  She then recognized the hard work 
and accomplishments of the membership, presenting Certificates of specific acts, including those who 
participated in the Adopt-a-Platoon program by mailing goodie boxes to SFC Lehman for benefit of 
the 35 Arizona women serving in the war effort.
