Achievement at the Arizona Department of Education and she currently serves as Deputy
Superintendent of Public Instruction.

John Huppenthal was born in Michigan City, Indiana, and moved with his family to Arizona
during childhood. He graduated from Salpointe Catholic High School in Tucson. He earned a
Bachelors of Science in Mechanical Engineering from Northern Arizona University. He then obtained a
Masters of Business Administration from Arizona State University.

County. I am presently working with five counties, and I have formed 15 volunteer city committees
and several other community volunteer committees throughout Southern Arizona. All of this was to
get ready and get the word out that “we can't move forward, until you mail it back” Census 2010.
